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Blueberries are easy to grow and relatively low maintenance compared to other fruit producers.  Blueberry bushes can be worked into any low maintenance landscape with ease!

Why should I choose blueberry bushes for my landscape?

· low maintenance

· few pest and disease

· Fruit reward in summer

· They are ornamental

What does ornamental mean? 

· They produce beautiful white or pink flowers in spring

· Elegant dark green or blue green leaves in the summer

· Plenty of fresh fruit ( 5 plants will supply a family of four with fruit in summer)

· Brilliant red, yellow and orange foliage emerge in the fall

· Knotty bare limbs make beautiful additions to winter arrangements

Where could I put a blueberry bush in my yard?

· First you will need to plant 2 or more bushes to ensure cross-pollination.

· When purchasing different varieties of blueberry bush remember that you want plants that bloom in the same time frame to ensure cross-pollination.

· They may be planted individually, in an informal hedge or a border.

· Individual: plant 4-5 ft apart        Hedge: 3-4 ft apart

· Plant blueberry bushes in full sun to partial shade.

· Make sure to choose an area with moist, well drained acidic soil.

What maintenance is required?

· Mulch around the base to hold in soil moisture and protect roots.

· Use great care when pruning. Prune after fruiting is complete, before buds are set for the following year. If buds are already set only trim dead or diseased limbs.
